the Greek phos, both meaning
light, brilliance, brightness,
Illumination, also sunlight,
daylight, torchlight, firelight.
These are used metaphorically for
a number of things including: life,
justice, righteousness, judgment,
the glory of God, truth, divine
revelation.



2. Lightis used as a metaphor for
kingdom of God and the plan of
God Iin contrast to darkness which
IS used as a metaphor for the
kingdom of Satan, carnality, sin,
and evil.



Prov. 2:13, “From those who leave the

paths of uprightness,
to walk in the ways of darkness;”

Prov. 4:19, “The way of the wicked Is

like darkness;
They do not know over what they

stumble.”



Acts 26:18, “to open their eyes so that
they may turn from darkness to light
and from the dominion of Satan to
God, In order that they may receive
forgiveness of sins and an inheritance
among those who have been
sanctified by faith in Me.”
