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1. Victory for the believer Is
based first on the finished
work of Christ on the cross.

John 16:33, “These things |
have spoken to you, that In
Me you may have peace. In
the world you have
tribulation, but take courage; |
have overcome the world.”



2. Victory Is often expressed In
relationship to the kosmic
system, Satan’s classroom
for the unbeliever.



3. Victory is not an absolute, but
IS the believer’s In stages.
Stage one occurs at the
CrosSsS.

4. Satan’s method of operation
toward the unbeliever is to
deceive In relationship to the
gospel; toward the believer Is
to deceive in terms of the
priority of the spiritual life,
doctrine, spiritual growth.
This Is done through
distraction, false thinking.
