Like the English “work,” nox%n mela’kah could

refer either to the activity of working, the requisite
skills of work, or to the results of work. In contrast
to terms like 5»y and »:» which emphasized the

toilsome, laborious side of work, this term

emphasized work as involving skill and benefits.
