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1. Transition means that in some senses there 
is an overlap of some features of one 
dispensation into the subsequent 
dispensation because it takes time for the 
new revelation to be revealed and 
disseminated in the new dispensation.



2. This does not mean that an absolute break 
between the two dispensations does not 
take place. It is very clear that the Church 
Age makes a decisive beginning in Acts 2 on 
Pentecost AD 33. However, it takes time for 
the fade out and then implementation of new 
features.
