God’s faithfulness is related to His
covenants.

Deut. 7:9, “Therefore know that the
LORD your God, He is God, the faithful
God who keeps covenant and mercy
for a thousand generations with those
who love Him and keep His
commandments;”



Psalm 36:5, “Your mercy, O LORD, is in the
heavens; Your faithfulness reaches to the
clouds.”



Psalm 89:1, “A Contemplation of Ethan the
Ezrahite.

“l will sing of the mercies of the LORD
forever; With my mouth will | make known
Your faithfulness to all generations.”



Lamentations 3:22, “Through the LORD’s
mercies we are not consumed, because
His compassions fail not.

Lamentations 3:23, “They are new every
morning; Great is Your faithfulness.”

1 John 1:9, “If we confess our sins, He is
faithful and just to forgive us our sins
and to cleanse us from all
unrighteousness.”

2 Tim. 2:11, “This is a faithful saying: For
iIf we died with Him, We shall also live
with Him.

2 Tim. 2:12, “If we endure, We shall also
reign with Him. If we deny Him, He also
will deny us.

remains faithful; He cannot deny
Himself.”
