Used of priests, kings, and others whom God appoints 
to a task; also used of Cyrus, King of Persia; and the 
pre-fall Satan–the anointed cherub.



Psa. 2:2, “The kings of the earth set themselves, and the 
rulers take counsel together, against the LORD and 
against His Anointed, saying,”

Dan. 9:25, “Know therefore and understand, that from 
the going forth of the command to restore and build 
Jerusalem until Messiah the Prince, there shall be seven 
weeks and sixty-two weeks; the street shall be built 
again, and the wall, even in troublesome times. 

Dan. 9:26, “And after the sixty-two weeks Messiah shall 
be cut off, but not for Himself; and the people of the 
prince who is to come shall destroy the city and the 
sanctuary. The end of it shall be with a flood, and till the 
end of the war desolations are determined.”
