‘There shall be a root of Jesse; And He
who shall rise to reign over the Gentiles,
In Him the Gentiles shall hope.’ ”’

Isa. 11:10, “And in that day there shall be a
Root of Jesse, Who shall stand as a banner
to the people; For the Gentiles shall seek
Him, and His resting place shall be
glorious.”



Rom. 15:13, “Now may the God of hope fill

62:5, “My soul, wait silently for God
alone, For my expectation is from Him.”

Psa. 119:166, “LORD, | hope for Your
salvation, And | do Your commandments.”



Lam. 3:21, “This | recall to my mind,
Therefore | have hope.

Lam. 3:22, “Through the LORD’S mercies
we are not consumed, Because His
compassions fail not.

Lam. 3:23, “They are new every morning;
Great is Your faithfulness.

Lam. 3:24, “ ‘The LORD is my portion,’
says my soul, ‘Therefore | hope in HIm!’ ”



Rom. 4:18, “who, IN hope, against [human]
hope believed, so that he became the
father of many nations, according to what
was spoken, ‘So shall your descendants

4:19, “And not being weak in faith, he
did not consider his own body, already
dead (since he was about a hundred years
old), and the deadness of Sarah’s womb.”



Rom. 5:1, “Therefore, having been justified
by faith, we have peace with God through
our Lord Jesus Christ,

Rom. 5:2, “through whom also we have
access by faith into this grace in which we
stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of
God.”



Rom. 5:3, “And not only that, but we also
glory in tribulations, knowing that
tribulation produces perseverance;

Rom. 5:4, “and perseverance, character;
and character, hope.

Rom. 5:5, “Now hope does not disappoint,
because the love of God has been poured
out in our hearts by the Holy Spirit who
was given to us.”



Rom. 12:10, “Be kindly affectionate to one
another with brotherly love, in honor giving
preference to one another;

Rom. 12:11, “not lagging in diligence,
fervent in spirit, serving the Lord;

Rom. 12:12, “rejoicing in _hope, patient In
tribulation, continuing steadfastly in
prayer;”



Rom. 15:13, “Now may the God of hope fill

Paul’s Conclusion: Romans 15:14-33



1. Like Paul, we should have serving the
gospel as the central priority of life.

Rom. 1:1, “Paul, a bondservant of Jesus Christ,

called to be an apostle, separated to the gospel of
God”

Rom. 1:9, “For God is my witness, whom | serve

with my spirit in the gospel of His Son, that

without ceasing | make mention of you always in
my prayers,”

Rom. 1:15, “So, as much as is in me, | am ready to
preach the gospel to you who are in Rome also.

Rom. 1:16, “For | am not ashamed of the gospel of

Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for
everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also

for the Greek.”



1. Like Paul, we should have serving the
gospel as the central priority of life.

Rom. 15:16, “that | might be a minister of Jesus
Christ to the Gentiles, ministering the gospel of God,
that the offering of the Gentiles might be acceptable,
sanctified by the Holy Spirit.”

Rom. 15:19, “in mighty signhs and wonders, by the
power of the Spirit of God, so that from Jerusalem
and round about to lllyricum | have fully preached the
gospel of Christ.

Rom. 15:20, “And so | have made it my aim to preach
the gospel, not where Christ was named, lest | should
build on another man’s foundation,”

Rom. 16:25, “Now to Him who is able to establish you
according to my gospel and the preaching of Jesus
Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery kept
secret since the world began”



Rom. 1:9, “For God is my withess, whom |
serve with my spirit in the gospel of His
Son, that without ceasing | make mention
of you always In my prayers,”
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Rom. 1:25, “who exchanged the truth of
God for the lie, and worshiped and served
the creature rather than the Creator, who is
blessed forever.
