Who Was Jude?

1. The son of the patriarch Jacob (Matt. 1:2–3; Luke 3:33). 

2. The physical ancestor of Christ (Luke 3:30). 

3. The man who betrayed Christ (Mark 3:19). 

4. Thaddeus, one of the original twelve and was either the son 
or brother of James (Luke 6:16; John 14:22; Acts 1:13). 

5. The Galilean rebel (Acts 5:37). 

6. The native of Damascus (Acts 9:11) whose house Paul 
visited shortly after his conversion. 

7. The emissary who accompanied Paul, Barnabas, and Silas 
to Antioch (Acts 15:22, 27, 32).  

8. Jude the brother of James (Gal. 1:19) and the half brother of 
Christ (Mark 6:3; Matt. 13:55).
