Total:  1189 chapters

OT  23,214 verses 
NT    7,959 verses 
Total  31,173 verses



If you read 85 verses a day, you can read the 
Bible in a year. 

85 verses; or 3.25 chapters a day.

It takes 72 hours to read the Bible aloud – 
4320 minutes

4320/365 = 11.8 minutes
