Trinity: We believe in one God, Who Is
sovereign, righteous, just, eternal, love,
omnipotent, omniscient, omnipresent,
iImmutable, and truth in His essence. He
exists In three persons; the Father, the
Son, and the Holy Spirit. All three persons
of the Godhead are co-equal and co-eternal
and co-infinite. (Matthew 28:19; Acts 5:3-5;
John 10:30; Psalm 22:1; Matthew 3:16;

2 Corinthians 13:14; Genesis 48:15-16,

2 Samuel 23:2—-3; Genesis 1:26).

Angel, from the Greek angelos, was
transliterated into the Vulgate as angelus,
which then was taken to be a technical
term for a special kind of “spirit being.”

Here, it isn’t “angel” but “messenger”
because it obviously refers to John the
Baptist.
