dia with the genitive of pisteuo frequently
means Phase 1 faith for justification (Rom.
3:22; Eph. 2:8-9; Gal. 2:16; Phil. 3:9).

However, It also means Phase 2
sanctification, I1.e., the Faith-Rest Drill In
2 Cor.5:7: Heb. 6:12: 11:33.

2, thus the “salvation” or deliverance of the
life (cf., James 1:21)

to save your souls (life).”
