2:11, “Then Elkanah went to his
house at Ramah. But the child ministered
to the LORD before Eli the priest.”

naY sharet

Service In the tabernacle (Num 4:12;
2 Chron. 24:14).

This verb indicates a higher form of service
than abad the normal verb, “to serve.”

Also used Iin vs. 2:18



1 Sam. 2:11, “Then Elkanah went to his
house at Ramah. But the child ministered
to the LORD before Eli the priest.”

1 Sam. 2:18, “But Samuel ministered
before the LORD, even as a child, wearing
a linen ephod.”

[But Samuel ministered/served, before the
face of Yhwh, a child wearing a linen
ephod.]

1 Sam. 2:12, “Now the sons of Ell were
corrupt [sons of Belial]; they did not know
the LORD.”
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Num. 25:11, “Phinehas the son of Eleazar,
the son of Aaron the priest, has turned
pback My wrath from the children of Israel,
because he was zealous with My zeal
among them, so that | did not consume the
children of Israel in My zeal.

Num. 25:12, “Therefore say, ‘Behold, | give
to him My covenant of peace;

Num. 25:13, “ ‘and i1t shall be to him and
his descendants after him a covenant of an
everlasting priesthood, because he was
zealous for his God, and made atonement
for the children of Israel.’”



1 Kings 2:35, “The king put Benaiah the
son of Jehoiada in his place over the army,
and the king put Zadok the priest in the
place of Abiathar.”



1 Sam. 2:13, “And the priests’ custom with
the people was that when any man offered
a sacrifice, the priest’s servant would come
with a three-pronged fleshhook in his hand
while the meat was boiling.

1 Sam. 2:14, “Then he would thrust it into
the pan, or kettle, or caldron, or pot; and
the priest would take for himself all that the
fleshhook brought up. So they did In
Shiloh to all the Israelites who came

there.”



1 Sam. 2:15, “Also, before they burned the
fat, the priest’s servant would come and
say to the man who sacrificed, ‘Give meat
for roasting to the priest, for he will not
take boiled meat from you, but raw.’”
