30 David had distributed spoll
to the elders of Judah and this included
Hebron.

2. Hebron was the largest city of refuge In
the region (cf. Josh. 21:13);

3. It was a Calebite city, Josh. 14:14, 15:13

4. Hebron was a city set aside for the
Aaronic priesthood, Josh. 21:13

5. It controls the entire southern area.
Further, it was elevated, which gave it
military value.
