1. Lust is both a mental attitude sin as well
as a motivational drive within the sin
nature.



2. Lust Is also seen as the drive behind the
war against the Spirit in each believer.

Gal. 5:17; Lust is the enemy of the
spiritual life.

Mark 4:19, “and the cares of this world,
the deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts
for other things entering in choke the
word, and it becomes unfruitful.”



Gal. 5:17, “For the flesh lusts against the
Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; and
these are contrary to one another, so that
you do not do the things that you wish.”



3. There are a number of different kinds of
lusts: approbation lust, power lust,
materialism lust, money lust, sexual lust,
food lust, alcohol and drug lust,
pleasure lust ...



Deut. 21:20, “And they shall say to the
elders of his city, ‘This son of ours Is
stubborn and rebellious; he will not obey
our voice; he Is a glutton and a drunkard.

Prov. 23:20, “Do not mix with winebibbers,
or with gluttonous eaters of meat;

23:21, “For the drunkard and the
glutton will come to poverty, and
drowsiness will clothe a man with rags.”

5. Lust leads to a complex of other sins
which may Iinclude mental attitude sins
of anger, physical sins of murder,
violence, rape, war; or destructive
behavior in the family or the work place.



6. Since the Fall, God gives man up to his
lust according to the law of volitional
responsibility.

/. The dynamics of lust patterns are
described in two key passages.

Gen. 4.7, “If you do well, will you not be
accepted? And If you do not do well, sin
lies at the door. And its desire is for you,
but you should rule over it.” ~NKJV

Gen 4.7, “If you do well, will you not be
accepted? And If you do not do well, sin
IS crouching at the door. Its desire Is
contrary to you, but you must rule over
It.” ~NASB



19 tn The Hebrew term translated
“crouching” (Y39, rovets) is an active

participle. Sin Is portrayed with animal
Imagery here as a beast crouching and
ready to pounce (a figure of speech known
as zoomorphism). An Akkadian cognate

refers to a type of demon; in this case
perhaps one could translate, “Sin Is the
demon at the door” (see E. A. Speiser,
Genesis [AB], 29, 32-33).
