“Behold, all things have become new.” 
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“… that God was in Christ reconciling the world to 
Himself, not imputing their trespasses to them, and  

has committed to us the word of reconciliation.” v. 19

A. God is the author, v. 18

C. “not imputing their trespasses to them,” v. 19b

B. God has given us the ministry of reconciliation, vv. 18b, 19c
