. When a Gentile converted to Judaism, but
Nicodemus was already a Jew. Did not apply

. When a person was crowned king. Nicodemus
was not of the house of David. Did not apply

. At age 13 a Jewish boy has his bar mitzvah
and iIs officially a man.

. At marriage a Jew was said to be born again.
We assume Nicodemus was already married
because he was on the Sanhedrin.

. When ordained as a rabbi, a Jew was born
again.

. When a Rabbi became the head of a rabbinical
school he was said to be born again.
Remember Nicodemus was the teacher of
Israel.
