“Treason, bribery and other high crimes
and misdemeanors are high crimes, other
high crimes and misdemeanors must be
akin to treason and bribery.”

Curtis cited the Latin phrase, [noscitur a
soclis], I'm sorry for the mispronunciation,
referring to a classic rule of interpretation
that when the meaning of a word that is
part of a group of words is uncertain, you
should look to the other words In that

group that provide interpretive context.



Latin meaning literally “it is known from Iits
assoclates.” A word whose meaning IS
uncertain, questionable or doubtful can be
understood and defined by its association
with surrounding words and Its context.
This concept Is frequently used In canons
of construction or interpreting and
understanding the meaning of the words In
a legal statute, ordinance or law.
[TheLaw.com Law Dictionary & Black’s
Law Dictionary 2nd Ed.]



The late Justice Antonin Scalia gave the
following current example. “If one speaks of
Mickey Mantle, Rocky Marciano, Michael
Jordan, and other great competitors, the last
noun does not reasonably refer to Sam
Walton, who was a great competitor but In
business, or to Napoleon, a great competitor
on the battlefield.” Applying that rule to the
group of words, treason, bribery, and other
high crimes and misdemeanors, the last five
words should be interpreted to include only
serious criminal behavior akin to treason and
bribery.

“The verb ‘begotten’ In its literal sense refers to
a child who shares the nature of the father (as
opposed to words like ‘made’ and ‘created’). To
describe Jesus as ‘begotten’ indicates that he
has the nature of the Father, i.e., divine and
eternal; and If he Is eternal, then ‘begotten’
refers to nature and not a beginning. The
description is figurative. This Is why the Nicene
Creed clarifies the point: Jesus Is ‘begotten not
made.’ When Scripture uses ‘begotten’ in that
sense, the expression includes

‘only’ (Lovoyevnce. ‘the only begotten’); there is

only one person who shares the divine nature of
the Father, and that is Jesus Christ.”
