Four Views

1) The “sons of God” are descendants of
Seth and the daughters are the
descendants of Cain.

2) The “sons of God” are kings (rulers or judges)
and the daughters are common women.

3) The “sons of God” are fallen angels and the
daughters are human women.

4) The “sons of God” refer to demon-
possessed tyrants and the daughters are
human women.
