1. Peter, the writer, this will be represented by 1st 
person pronouns, “I” or “we.”


2. His audience, believers, “those who have 
obtained like precious faith with us by the 
righteousness of our God and Savior Jesus 
Christ” (1:1, 2:1, 3). 2nd person pronouns: you 
(sg) y’all (pl)


3. False teachers, 2 Pet. 2:1. Indicated by 3rd 
person plural “they,” “them”. The False 
Teachers (FT) are still the focus of 2:12 “these,” 
2:17 “these,” “whom,” 2:18 “they allure, entice,” 
2:19 “they themselves.”

“Therefore to suggest that 2 Peter 2:20–21 
refers to superficial or inaccurate knowledge 
would necessitate much more evidence from 
both Old Testament usage and Hellenistic 
literature than is forthcoming. In fact, it is 
difficult, if not impossible, to find one good, 
clear example of either γνῶσις [gnosis] or 
ἐπίγνωσις [epignosis] referring to superficial 
knowledge which later turns out to be false. 
This strengthens the view that the persons in 
view in 2 Peter 2:18–22 are new believers, not 
false teachers.”
