Satanic Assaults in History

1. Satan’s attack on the human race in 
Eden. 
 
Rev. 12:9, “So the great dragon was 
cast out, that serpent of old, called the 
Devil and Satan, who deceives the 
whole world; he was cast to the earth, 
and his angels were cast out with 
him.”



2. Satan’s attack on the genetic purity of 
the human race in the antediluvian 
world. 
 
Gen. 6:1, “Now it came to pass, when 
men began to multiply on the face of the 
earth, and daughters were born to them, 
Gen. 6:2, “that the sons of God saw the 
daughters of men, that they were 
beautiful; and they took wives for 
themselves of all whom they chose.”



3. Demonic attacks through false gods of 
idolatry. Lev. 17:7; Deut. 32:17;  
Psa. 96:5; Psa. 106:37–39 
 
Lev. 17:7, “They shall no more offer their 
sacrifices to demons, after whom they 
have played the harlot. This shall be a 
statute forever for them throughout their 
generations.” 
Deut. 32:17, “They sacrificed to demons, 
not to God, to gods they did not know, 
to new gods, new arrivals that your 
fathers did not fear.”




Psa. 96:5, “For all the gods of the peoples 
are idols, but the LORD made the 
heavens.”



Psa. 106:37, “They even sacrificed their 
sons and their daughters to demons,

Psa. 106:38, “And shed innocent blood, the 
blood of their sons and daughters, whom 
they sacrificed to the idols of Canaan; And 
the land was polluted with blood.

Psa. 106:39, “Thus they were defiled by 
their own works, and played the harlot by 
their own deeds.”



4. Satan’s attacks on Israel in the Old 
Testament and the rise of Gentile anti-
semitism, as evidenced by the 
Egyptians, Assyrians, Babylonians, and 
Haman during the Persian period 
(Esther).



5. Satan’s attack on Jesus in the 
temptations of Christ.  
 
Matt. 4:1–10




6. The demonic assaults on Israel during 
the time of the Incarnation: demon 
influence and demon possession.




7. Satanic and demonic assaults primarily 
through the Kosmic system, the world 
system, and Satan is the god of the age 
and ruler of this world.



John 12:31, “Now is the judgment of this 
world; now the ruler of this world will be 
cast out.”


John 14:30, “I will no longer talk much with 
you, for the ruler of this world is coming, 
and he has nothing in Me.”

1 Tim. 4:1, “Now the Spirit expressly says 
that in latter times some will depart from 
the faith, giving heed to deceiving spirits 
and doctrines of demons,


1 Tim. 4:2, “speaking lies in hypocrisy, 
having their own conscience seared with a 
hot iron,”



8. Satanic assault through Christian anti-
semitism and other forms of anti-
semitism to destroy Israel before God 
can fulfill His promises to Israel.



9. Satan attacks the purity of the gospel, 
and the teaching on the spiritual life. 
 
Gal. 1:6, “I marvel that you are turning 
away so soon from Him who called you 
in the grace of Christ, to a different 
gospel, 
Gal. 1:7, “which is not another; but there 
are some who trouble you and want to 
pervert the gospel of Christ. 
Gal. 1:8, “But even if we, or an angel 
from heaven, preach any other gospel to 
you than what we have preached to you, 
let him be accursed.”



1 Pet. 5:8, “Be sober, be vigilant; because 
your adversary the devil walks about like a 
roaring lion, seeking whom he may devour.

1 Pet. 5:9, “Resist him, steadfast in the 
faith, knowing that the same sufferings are 
experienced by your brotherhood in the 
world.”

Satan’s Assaults in the Future


1. The rise of the first beast, the Antichrist, 
who will be indwelt by Satan after the 
mid-point of the Tribulation just like 
Judas was indwelt by Satan to betray 
Jesus.



2. The attack of the first demon assault 
army in the fifth Trumpet judgment,  
Rev. 9:1–12.
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The Fifth Trumpet

Rev. 9:1, “Then the fifth 
angel sounded, and I saw a 
star from heaven which had 
fallen to the earth; and the 
key of the bottomless pit 
was given to him.”



The Compartments of Hades 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Rev. 9:7, “The appearance of the locusts was like 
horses prepared for battle; and on their heads 
appeared to be crowns like gold, and their faces 
were like the faces of men.”



Rev. 9:8, “They had hair like the hair of women, 
and their teeth were like the teeth of lions. 
  
Rev. 9:9, “They had breastplates like breastplates 
of iron; and the sound of their wings was like the 
sound of chariots, of many horses rushing to 
battle.”



Rev. 9:10, “They have tails like scorpions, and 
stings; and in their tails is their power to hurt 
men for five months.  
 
Rev. 9:11, “They have as king over them, the 
angel of the abyss; his name in Hebrew is 
Abaddon, and in the Greek he has the name 
Apollyon.”



3. The attack of the second demon assault 
army stationed under the Euphrates 
River,  
Rev. 9:12–21.




Rev. 9:13, “Then the sixth angel sounded: 
And I heard a voice from the four horns of 
the golden altar which is before God,

Rev. 9:14, “saying to the sixth angel who 
had the trumpet, ‘Release the four angels 
who are bound at the great river 
Euphrates.’

Rev. 9:15, “So the four angels, who had 
been prepared for the hour and day and 
month and year, were released to kill a 
third of mankind.”



Rev. 9:16, “Now the number of the army of 
the horsemen was two hundred million; I 
heard the number of them.

Rev. 9:17, “And thus I saw the horses in 
the vision: those who sat on them had 
breastplates of fiery red, hyacinth blue, 
and sulfur yellow; and the heads of the 
horses were like the heads of lions; and 
out of their mouths came fire, smoke, and 
brimstone.”



4. In the second half of the Tribulation, 
following the defeat and ejection of 
Satan and the fallen angels to the earth, 
Satan will intensify his assault on Israel. 
Rev. 12:13–14, but God will protect her 
in the wilderness.



Rev. 12:12, “Therefore rejoice, O heavens, 
and you who dwell in them! Woe to the 
inhabitants of the earth and the sea! For 
the devil has come down to you, having 
great wrath, because he knows that he has 
a short time.

Rev. 12:13, “Now when the dragon saw that 
he had been cast to the earth, he 
persecuted the woman who gave birth to 
the male Child.”



Rev. 12:14, “But the woman was given two 
wings of a great eagle, that she might fly 
into the wilderness to her place, where she 
is nourished for a time and times and half a 
time, from the presence of the serpent.

Rev. 12:15, “So the serpent spewed water 
out of his mouth like a flood after the 
woman, that he might cause her to be 
carried away by the flood.”



Rev. 12:16, “But the earth helped the 
woman, and the earth opened its mouth 
and swallowed up the flood which the 
dragon had spewed out of his mouth.

Rev. 12:17, “And the dragon was enraged 
with the woman, and he went to make war 
with the rest of her offspring, who keep the 
commandments of God and have the 
testimony of Jesus Christ.”
