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The Test for a Prophet: Agreement with other
revealed truth

1. A prophet’s message must not contradict confirmed
Scripture In any way. Deut. 13:8-10

2. Every detall must be fulfilled exactly. Deut. 18:20-22

3. Penalty for failure was to be the death penalty, stoning.
Deut. 13:10



What Is Prophecy?

The impartation or disclosure of Information from a
supernatural source (God, Angel of the Lord, angel) to
mortals who cannot discover this knowledge through finite
human means; a disclosure that goes beyond human
cognition, wisdom, or logic. At times God has chosen to
make known to His servants, the prophets, information
about the future, which Is always completely accurate.



Only the Living, Eternal, Omniscient God can
Accurately Tell the Future

1 Chronicles 1:1—-4 traces the line from Adam to the three
sons of Noah, and then the descendants of Ham, Shem,

Japheth.

1 Chron. 1:5-16 traces the descendants of Ham and
Japheth.

1 Chron. 1:17-54 traces the lines of the other sons of
Abraham.

1 Chron. 2:1-15 traces the sons of Jacob specifically
through Judah, to David, son of Jesse.

1 Chron. 3:1-24 the descendants of David are traced.

says the LORD who does this thing.” [“possess the
remnant” connects to the prophecy of Num. 24:17]

ruins, and rebuild “her” [2 f.s.] as In the days of old; ~RD

Amos 9:12, “ ‘That they may possess the remnant of
Edom, and all the Gentiles who are called by My name,’
says the LORD who does this thing.”

“Thelr” broken places—the breakup of the nation into two.
“His” ruins—the Second David, since the first IS now dead.
Rebuild “her”—f.s. pronoun refers to the “booth,” the

rebuilding of the House of David, by the Messiah.

What are the chances, the probabillity, that only 8
prophecies could be fulfilled in one person?

“We take 10 to the 17t silver dollars and lay them on the
face of Texas. They will cover all of the state 2 feet deep.
Now mark one of these silver dollars and stir the whole
mass thoroughly ... Blindfold a man and tell him he can
travel as far as he wishes, but he must pick up [that one
marked silver dollar]. What chance would he have of
getting the right one?” That Is the same chance |of one
man fulfilling only 8 of the prophecies]. But there are more
than 100 fulfilled at what Is Jesus’ first coming.
