then even more.

4:18, “having their understanding darkened, being
alienated from the life of God, because of the ignorance
that is In them, because of the blindness of their heart;”




Though man was physically alive, he was cut off from the
source of life.

John 1:4, “In HImM
was life, and the life
was the light of
men.”




Spiritual Death is the loss of the human spirit so the soul
cannot understand what God has revealed or relate to
God.

Regeneration: At the instant of belief in Christ for
salvation, God creates and simultaneously imparts a
human spirit into the person so they are spiritually alive,
made alive together with Christ (Eph. 2:5).

Eph. 2:5, “even when we were dead In trespasses. made us
alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved),

Eph. 2:6, “and raised us up together, and made us sit
together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus,”




2. Death of the physical body, man’s immaterial part is
separated from the material body.
