after him a_covenant of an everlasting priesthood, because he
was zealous for his God, and made atonement for the children

of Israel.” ’”



Ruth 1:15, “And she said, ‘Look, your sister-in-law has
gone back to her people and to her gods; return after your
sister-in-law.’

Ruth 1:16, “But Ruth said: ‘Entreat me not to leave you, or
to turn back from following after you; For wherever you go,

| will go; And wherever you lodge, | will lodge; Your people
shall be my people, and your God, my God.’”

And another book was
opened, which i1s the Book of Life. And the dead were judged
according to their works, by the things which were written in the
books.

Rev. 20:13, “The sea gave up the dead who were In it, and Death
and Hades delivered up the dead who were in them. And they
were judged, each one according to his works.

Rev. 20:14, “Then Death and Hades were cast into the lake of
fire. This Is the second death.

Rev. 20:15, “And anyone not found written in the Book of Life
was cast into the lake of fire.”

Deut. 9:5, “It Is not because of your righteousness or the
uprightness of your heart that you go in to possess their
land, but because of the wickedness of these nations that the

LORD vour God drives them out from before you, and that

He may fulfill the word which the LORD swore to your
fathers, to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.”




This War, called a Ban, cherem, was God’s War

Ex. 23:20, “Behold, | send an Angel before you to keep you In
the way and to bring you into the place which | have prepared.

Ex. 23:21, “Beware of HIm and obey His voice; do not provoke
Him, for He will not pardon your transgressions; for My name

IS In HIM.

Ex. 23:22, “But If you Indeed obey His voice and do all that |
speak, then | will be an enemy to your enemies and an
adversary to your adversaries.

Ex. 23:23, “For My Angel will go before you and bring you In

to the Amorites and the Hittites and the Perizzites and the
Canaanites and the Hivites and the Jebusites: and | will cut

them off.”



Ex. 23:24, “You shall not bow down to their gods, nor serve
them, nor do according to their works; but you shall utterly
overthrow them and completely break down their sacred pillars.

Ex. 23:25, “So you shall serve the LORD your God, and He will
bless your bread and your water. And | will take sickness away

from the midst of you.

Ex. 23:26, “No one shall suffer miscarriage or be barren in your
land; | will fulfill the number of your days.

Ex. 23:27, “1 will send My fear before you, | will cause confusion
among all the people to whom you come, and will make all your
enemies turn their backs to you.

Ex. 23:28, “And | will send hornets before you, which shall drive
out the Hivite, the Canaanite, and the Hittite from before you.”

Numbers 13:31a—33

31 “We can’t go up against them! They are
stronger than we are!” 32 So they spread
this bad report about the land among the
Israelites: “The land we traveled through
and explored will devour anyone who goes
to live there. All the people we saw were
huge. 33 We even saw giants there, the
descendants of Anak. Next to them we felt
like grasshoppers, and that’s what they
thought, too!”

Num. 14:30, “ ‘Except for Caleb the son of Jephunneh and
Joshuathe son of Nun, you shall by ho means enter the land

which | swore | would make vou dwell In.

Num. 14:31, “ ‘But your little ones, whom you said would be
victims, | will bring In, and they shall know the land which you

have despised.
Num. 14:32, “ ‘But as for you, your carcasses shall fall in this

wilderness.

Num. 14:33, “ ‘And your sons shall be shepherds in the
wilderness forty years, and bear the brunt of your infidelity,
until your carcasses are consumed In the wilderness.’”



Num. 14:34, “ ‘According to the number of the days in which you
spied out the land, forty days, for each day you shall bear your guilt
one year, namely forty years, and you shall know My rejection.

Num. 14:35, “ ‘Il the LORD have spoken this. | will surely do so to all
this evil congregation who are gathered together against Me. In this
wilderness they shall be consumed, and there they shall die.””

Num. 14:36, “Now the men whom Moses sent to spy out the land,
who returned and made all the congregation complain against him by
bringing a bad report of the land,

Num. 14:37, “those very men who brought the evil report about the
land, died by the plague before the LORD.

Num. 14:38, “But Joshua the son of Nun and Caleb the son of
Jephunneh remained alive, of the men who went to spy out the land.”



Heb. 3:18, “And to whom did He swear that they would not
enter His rest, but to those who did not obey?

Heb. 3:19, “So we see that they could not enter In because
of unbelief.”



Num. 14:39, “Then Moses told these words to all the
children of Israel, and the people mourned greatly.

Num. 14:40, “And they rose early in the morning and went
up to the top of the mountain, saying, ‘Here we are, and we

will go up to the place which the LORD has promised, for
we have sinned!’

Num. 14:41, “And Moses said, ‘Now why do you transgress
the command of the LORD? For this will not succeed.

Num. 14:42, " ‘Do not go up, lest you be defeated by your
enemies, for the LORD iIs not among you.’”



Num. 14:43, * ‘For the Amalekites and the Canaanites are

there before you, and you shall fall by the sword; because
you have turned away from the LORD, the LORD will not be

with you.’

Num. 14:44, “But they presumed to go up to the
mountaintop. Nevertheless, neither the ark of the covenant

of the LORD nor Moses departed from the camp.

Num. 14:45, “Then the Amalekites and the Canaanites who
dwelt In that mountain came down and attacked them, and
drove them back as far as Hormah.”
