God’s Work to Restore the Jewish People to their Land

1600-1800 British Restorationism

1797-1801 Napoleon’s campaigns in the Middle East turn Europe’s eyes to
the Middle East

1800-1820 The beginning of Jewish eyes toward the Land
Christians begin to look to Palestine to evangelize Jews

1840-1860 A mission established in Jerusalem: Christ Church
Jewish leaders begin calling for a return without the Messiah

1840-1880 Increasing pogroms of antisemitism

*Throughout the Ottoman period most of the Muslim rulers were not Arabs,
thus no relation to the “Palestinian” Arabs.

The vast majority of the “Palestinian” people came in the early 20th century
and were brought in as migrant workers.

But throughout the previous 2,000 years, there was always a Jewish
presence.



God’s Work to Restore the Jewish People to Their Land

At the end of WWI, the British issued the Balfour Declaration.

1896 Theodore Herzl pushed for a Jewish state as the homeland
of the Jews. Published Der Judenstat

Willilam Hechler, the Anglican Chaplain in Vienna, came to Herzl’s
ald.

The Balfour Declaration

The primary motivation was the religious beliefs of the War
Cabinet about the Jewish people.

Though other factors were present, it Is clear from the early
statements of Balfour and others that neither gratitude to
Welzmann, nor a desire for Jewish support for the war effort,
Imperial expansion, were the determinative factors.

The Council of the League of Nations
British Mandate Preamble

Whereas the Principal Allied Powers have agreed, for the purpose of giving
effect to the provisions of Article 22 of the Covenant of the League of
Nations, to entrust to a Mandatory selected by the said Powers the
administration of the territory of Palestine, which formerly belonged to the
Turkish Empire, within such boundaries as may be fixed by them; and

Whereas the Principal Allied Powers have also agreed that the Mandatory
should be responsible for putting into effect the declaration originally made

on November 2nd, 1917, by the Government of His Britannic Majesty. and
adopted by the said Powers, in favor of the establishment in Palestine of a
national home for the Jewish people, it being clearly understood that nothinc
should be done which might prejudice the civil and religious rights of
existing nonJewish communities in Palestine, or the rights and political
status enjoved by Jews In any other country:



Article 2 of the Mandate for Palestine

ARTICLE 2. The Mandatory shall be responsible for placing
the country under such political, administrative and
economic conditions as will secure the establishment of the

Jewish national home, as laid down In the preamble, and the
development of self-governing institutions, and also for
safeguarding the civil and religious rights of all the

Inhabitants of Palestine, irrespective of race and religion.
